The organisation was founded in 1999 by
music teacher Liz Shropshire in response to
the humanitarian crisis in Kosovo.

Its mission is to transform the lives of war
impacted children and adolescents through
locally-run, youth-led music education
programmess.

As the refugee crisis around the globe hits
unprecedented levels, Peace through Music
International is striving to improve the lives
of some of the world’s most vulnerable
citizens through music. Since 1999, the
organisation has brought its programs to
20,000 children and taught 95,000 classes.

EXAMPLES OF THE
TEACHING WORK

Serving Ukrainian Refugees in Poland
At least 12 million people have fled
their homes since Russia's invasion of
Ukraine. We've established a program
for young refugees in £6dz, Poland,
teaching harmonica, singing, and
ukulele classes while also providing
teacher training for teenagers. In a
time of severe stress and trauma, our
program brings purpose, self-esteem,
achievement, creativity, fun and joy.
